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Abstracts must be no longer than 250 words.


Abstract for Original articles should be structured in four sections: background, methods, result and conclusion.


 Do not cite references in the abstract.


�4 to 6 key words or phrases taken from Index Medicus Medical Subject Headings


�Up to 2500 words excluding references (up to 30) and abstract.


�State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results.


�New methods and protocols should be described in detail while well-established methods can be briefly described and appropriately cited.





�Results should be presented in a logical sequence with reference to tables, figures, and supplemental material as appropriate.


�Authors should discuss the results and how they can be interpreted in perspective of previous studies and of the working hypotheses.


�It should include persons who provided technical help, writing assistance and departmental head that only provided general support. Financial and material support and conflict of interests must be written in this section.

 Please avoid excessive referencing. (reference number should be less than 30)


References should be arranged according to author’s guidelines.


 Each reference should be numbered and listed according to their order in the text (do not alphabetize).


Authors should be listed surname first, followed by initials of given names.

 Images should be clear and black corner free, esp microscopic images


 Writing any text on the figures should be avoided as much as possible.
